Milestones

November 2001 - JMU agrees to allow the Craig Blass Memorial
Scholarship to be founded without a major gift to endow the fund

April 2003 - The fund surpasses the $25,000 mark to fully endow
the scholarship for existence in perpetuity

October 2003 - The first of many scholarships is awarded to a
deserving JMU student

May 2008 - The Scholarship award is large enough to cover a full
-year's in-state tuition.
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Today, the fund value is over $200,000 which will nearly pay for 2 full years of in-state tuition or 1 semester of out-
of-state tuition. Craig came from New York to attend JMU as an out-of-state student, paying his tuition through sum-
mer and on-campus jobs. It is our goal to reach $1,400,000 in funds that would enable us to cover the full 4 years
of out-of-state tuition at JMU.
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Fundraising efforts continue to increase the impact of the scholarship award.
When the scholarship fund was first founded, the majority of funds were received
from personal gifts. Today, our annual golf tournament is the primary fundraising
vehicle enabling us to continually increase the scholarship value. While continuing
this successful tradition, we plan to expand our fundraising activities to include
online auctions and donations.
